In West Virginia, 2006 was the year to set and break records related to the 

state’s economy. The average unemployment rate of 4.9 percent was the lowest 

average annual unemployment rate on record. The seasonally adjusted 

unemployment rate also registered 4.9 percent, and was also the lowest average 

rate as far as seasonally adjusted rates go.  

The average civilian labor force stood at 807,000, the highest since the 

year 2000.  

West Virginia’s total nonfarm payroll employment averaged 755,900 in 

2006, the highest on record. This was an increase of 1.3 percent over the 2005 

average of 746,500. In 2006, the goods-producing sector added approximately 

3,000 jobs, while the service-providing sector added approximately 6,000 jobs.  

The record-setting year of 2006 saw government make up just over 19 

percent of the state’s total nonfarm payroll employment, followed closely by 

trade, transportation, and utilities at 18.8 percent. Actual state government, 

exclusive of state higher education employment, comprised just 2.9 percent of 

total nonfarm employment in the state. Employment in educational and health 

services ranked third, making up 15 percent of the state’s total nonfarm payroll 

employment. 

In 2006, most of the state’s 55 counties reported an average 

unemployment rate higher than the state rate. The five highest rates belonged to 

Brooke (7.4), Hancock (7.7), McDowell (7.8), Pocahontas (7.8), and Wetzel (8.2). 

Roughly one-third of the counties reported an average unemployment rate lower 

than the state rate. Four counties, Hardy (3.9), Hampshire (3.9), Monongalia 

(3.4), and Jefferson (3.3), recorded unemployment rates less than 4.0 percent. 

Three of the seven Workforce Investment Areas had average 

unemployment rates higher than the state rate. WIA 5 had the highest average 

unemployment rate in 2006 at 6.4 percent, followed by WIA 1 and WIA 4, both at 



5.5 percent. The remaining Workforce Investment Areas ranked as follows:  WIA 

2 (4.8), WIA 6 (4.5), WIA 3 (4.4), and WIA 7 (4.2).  

The average West Virginia worker earned $32,724 in 2006, up $1,380 or 

4.4 percent from 2005. The average United States worker earned $42,521, up 

$1,840 or 4.5 percent from the previous year. Despite the fact that the wage 

growth rate for the state was comparable to that of the nation, West Virginia 

wages continue to languish well below the national average.
