Allergen Labeling on Wine — Authorized Languages

On November 25, 2005, the indication of allergenic ingredients on food labels became
mandatory throughout the EU. The new allergen labeling rules also apply to beverages
containing more than 1.2% by volume of alcohol. Alcoholic beverages containing sulphur
dioxide and sulphites at concentrations of more than 10 mg/kg or 10 mg/liter must be
labeled “contains sulphites” or “contains sulphur dioxide”. Replacing the word “sulphites” by
“S0O,” or “E220” is not allowed. Products placed on the market or labeled before November
25, 2005, may be sold while stocks last.

The table below indicates which language(s) EU member states will accept for the purpose of
allergen labeling. When more than one language is indicated, at least one of them must be
used. Together with one of the authorized languages, any other language may be used on
the label. Information concerning authorized languages can be obtained from the national
competent authority. The list of national competent authorities can be consulted on the
