(ACNW) Staff Requirements

| approve of the Advisory Committee for Nuclear Waste (ACNW) Action Plan for Fiscal Year
2007 and 2008 as modified below. Under this plan, which is not unlike the previous plan, the
committee would continue to develop forward looking position papers. While the Commission
has approved of some of these activities in the past, | believe that the committee would serve a
more valuable role by reviewing agency regulatory decisions.

| believe the Commission would be better served by a committee whose focus is on providing it
with advice on the hazards of proposed or existing fuel facilities; the use of radioactive
materials; decommissioning of facilities and complex sites; and the storage and disposal of
radioactive waste, including safety standards in these areas. Thus, the committee should
began to work with staff to revise the Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards
(ACRS)/ACNW operating plan to review safety studies and facility license applications within
the scope identified in the charter.

Shifting the committee's focus to be more like the ACRS will no doubt be challenging for both
the staff and the ACNW, but | believe it would provide more valuable recommendations to the
Commission. Expanding the committee’s scope to include the review of license applications
and safety standards will require additional members with relevant expertise. Thus, | support
adding at least three new members with expertise in areas such as nuclear criticality safety,
chemical process safety, and fire protection with an emphasis on fuel cycle facilities.

The committee charter should be revised to reflect a more direct role in the review of license
applications and safety standards and be provided to the Commission for review. Also, a
revised charter should outline the scope of the committee’s activities during the review of a
license application for a potential repository.

Lastly, the committee has suggested changing its name to Advisory Committee on Nuclear
Waste and Materials, | would suggest changing the name to Advisory Committee on
Radioactive Materials.
