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The U.S. Department of Transportation has zero tolerance for harassment on the basis of
race, color, national origin, religion, age, sex, disability, sexual orientation, or protected
activity. Harassment in this context refers to unwelcome comments or conduct that is so
objectively offensive as to ater the conditions of employment. Itisanillegal and
offensive form of discrimination that undermines professional, cooperative working
relationships, and violates the law and Department policy. As Secretary of
Transportation, | am fully committed to our longstanding policy that harassment is
wholly unacceptable, will not be tolerated, and must not occur.

Any employee who believes that he or she has been the victim of harassment may,
without fear of reprisal, use the Department’ sinformal and formal programsto prevent
and eliminate harassment, seek assistance of an Equal Employment Opportunity
counselor, or contact the Department’ s Offices of Civil Rights. Any manager or
supervisor who becomes aware of such unacceptable behavior must take immediate and
appropriate corrective action, and has aresponsibility to ensure that harassment stops and
does not recur. Violations of the law prohibiting harassment or violations of this policy
will result in appropriate disciplinary actions against the offenders, up to and including
dismissal.
