H.R. 1 & HOMELAND SECURITY

On January 28, Chairman Thompson, along with 243 other Members of Congress voted
overwhelmingly to pass H.R. 1, the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act. Included in
the legislation was $2.1 billion for projects and procurement for the Department of Homeland
Security. This includes the purchase of explosive detection systems and emerging check-
point technologies for the Transportation Security Administration; new inspection technology
systems to modernize seaports and construction projects at U.S. land borders for Customs
and Border Protection; and bridge removal funding for the U.S. Coast Guard.

Prior to its passage, Representative Larry Kissell (NC-8) introduced an amendment to re-
quire the Department of Homeland Security to purchase uniforms from made from U.S. com-
ponents and in U.S. manufacturing facilities. With the complete support of Chairman Thomp-
son, the amendment passed and was included in the final House version of the legislation.

SMALL BUSINESS: THE KEY TO ECONOMIC RECOVERY

Big business is the most celebrated part of American business because of its high profile in
the press, business schools, and the public mind.

But small business is the bedrock of American commerce and industry. As we now lose jobs
by the hundreds of thousands monthly, we need to remember that small firms generate 60 to
80 percent of the new jobs.

Small firms employ about half of all private sector employees, shell out more than 45 percent
of total U.S. private payroll, create more than half of non-farm private gross domestic product
(GDP), and provide jobs for 40 percent of our high tech employees. In international trade,
nearly all exporting firms are small ones, and small producers generate more than a quarter
of our export value. In science and technology, they employ 40 percent of high tech workers,
and innovative small firms produce 13 times more patents per employee than comparable
large ones.

In today’s wrenching global economic crisis, our national policy should focus on growth in
small firms. Enabling small firms to bring their job creation and agility into action would likely
enhance our nation’s ability to recover.

UPDATE: E-VERIFY DELAYED UNTIL MAY

In our November issue, we informed you about a new rule
that requires federal contractors to use the government's
E-Verify system to check employment eligibility of their
workers.

The rule was originally scheduled to take effect on Janu-
ary 15; however, the Bush Administration delayed the im-
plementation of the rule to February 20 after numerous
groups filed a lawsuit to block the rule. Upon taking of-
fice, the Obama Administration postponed implementing
this rule until May 21, giving the courts time the opportu-
nity to review the claims of the rule's opponents and to
decide on the proper way for the system to be adminis-
tered.

DHS MENTOR-PROTEGE PROGRAM

The DHS mentor-protégé program is designed to
motivate and encourage large prime contractors to
provide developmental assistance to small busi-
ness, veteran-owned small business, service-
disabled veteran-owned small business, HUB-
Zone small business, small disadvantaged busi-
ness, and women-owned small business con-
cerns. The program is also designed to improve
the performance of DHS contracts and subcon-
tracts, foster the establishment of long-term busi-
ness relationships between large and small busi-
nesses, and strengthen subcontracting opportuni-
ties at DHS. To participate in the program, firms
must submit a joint mentor-protégé application.
