This authority shall be exercised in accordance with
the provisions of the Federal Property and
Administrative Services Act (FPASA) of 1949, as
amended (40 U.S.C. 471 et seq.); GSA regulations;
and Departmental regulations. This authority does
not extend to Indian Tribal lands, national park lands,
the public domain, and lands withdrawn or reserved
from the public domain, except to the extent that
such lands are provided for in the term “property” as
defined in the FPASA of 1949, as amended (40
U.S.C. 471 et seq.)

C-1. Authority to reassign real property and related
personal property among activities within USGS
when such property is determined to be no longer
required for the purpose of the appropriation from
which it was purchased [40 U.S.C 483 (c)]

Related personal property is personal property that is
permanently affixed to real property.

C-2. Authority to obtain from and transfer to other
bureaus or offices within the Department real
property and related personal property which is
determined to be no longer required by USGS [40
U.S.C. 483 (c) and 41 CFR 101-47.203-1]

C-3. Authority to obtain from other Federal
agencies excess real property and related personal
property [40 U.S.C. 483 (c) (3) and 41 CFR 101-
47.203-7]

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C-4. Authority to report real and related personal
property under USGS jurisdiction that is no longer
needed within the Department as excess to the
General Services Administration and transfer it as
excess to other Federal agencies [40 U.S.C. 483 (b)

C-5. Authority to dispose of surplus real property
and related personal property under USGS

1. Making the necessary determination in each
instance that granting the easements will not be
adverse to the interests of the United States.

2. Ensuring that the instrument granting an easement
contains such reservations, exceptions, limitations,
benefits, burdens, terms, considerations, or
conditions that are deemed necessary to protect the
interest of the United States.

3. Determining the extent to which, if at all,
legislative jurisdiction should be relinquished to the
State in which the land is located.

4. Ensuring that the granting of the easement is for a
consideration not less than the amount by which the
fair market value of the land is decreased.
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5. Determining, except in the case of easements of a
temporary nature or of short duration, that there is a
present or future need for the land.

Exercise the authority to
acquire space in buildings and land in the United

Review and approval of construction projects
above the DOI threshold of $2 million and the GSA
occupancy agreements or commercial leases with
life cycle costs greater than $5 million.
