JANUARY  

The official release of the I&E Com-
mittee’s Quality Standards for 
Inspections and Evalua-
tions.  The newly 
revised stan-
dards were dis-
tributed to I&E 
Roundtable mem-
bers and were sent 
to the Govern-
ment Accountabil-
ity Office and the 
Association of In-
spectors General.  
In addition, 250 cop-
ies were provided to 
state and local representa-
tives.  National Science Foun-
dation (NSF) IG Tina Boesz reports the 
standards have reached Beijing, China; 
Bonn, Germany; and Dublin, Ireland.

GET THE SCOOP! 

BEST PRACTICES GUIDE FOR RE-

VIEWING DISASTER PREPARED-

NESS 

The disaster preparedness working 
group is still working on a guide 
that will focus on preparedness, re-
sponse, and continuity of operations 
and could be useful to other agen-
cies reviewing disaster/emergency 
preparedness.  Representatives from 
the Departments of Commerce, 
Education, Homeland Security, and 
Energy, Environmental Protection 
Agency, Defense Intelligence 
Agency, Federal Election Commis-
sion, Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation, and the National Re-
connaissance Office have all col-
laborated on the project.   

The working group met April 28 to 
define the scope of the project and 
on June 2, presented its first draft to 
I&E Roundtable members.  Follow-
ing its second working group meet-
ing, November 1, the Defense Intel-
ligence Agency is consolidating 
agency comments and formulating a 
second draft.  The working group 
encourages other agencies to pro-
vide input and best practices identi-
fied during their reviews.
