Other information presented in the exhibit includes an explanation as to what low-level waste 

is, how waste packages are identified and shipped, how routes are selected, and information on the 

Emergency Management Grant Program. 

Also on display is a mock disposal drum showing non-radioactive examples of items 

commonly disposed as low-level radioactive waste at the Nevada Test Site.
