This letter supplements my letter of April 9,2007, submitted in response to your March29,
2007 letter to Karl Rove requesting certain information relating to J. Scott Jennings's January
26,2007 briefing to the General Services Administration ("GSA briefing"). As I have
discussed with your staff on several occasions, we are committed to assisting you and the
Committee in your requests for information in a manner that accornmodates both the
Committee's legitimate oversight interests and the interests of the Executive Branch. In that
spirit, I have met with your staff several times, beginning on April 16,2007, to answer
questions, provide information, and discuss ways to satisfy the Committee's interest in
obtaining information relating both to the GSA briefing and to similar briefings,

On May 3,2007, your staff and I met to discuss a number of your Committee's requests, and on
that occasion agreed that our office would provide a briefing in response to the questions posed

in your March 29letter. Per that agreement, I met with your staff on Friday, May I I for neæly
two hours and provided an extensive briefing in response to the Committee's questions, which
related both t<¡ the GSA briefing and to other agency briefings that may have been similar to it.
As I discussed with Committec staff on ttrat and other occasions, we believe that it is
appropriate for White House officials to provide informational briefings about the political
landscape to federal agency appointees whose job it is to implement the President's policies.
As Elaine Kaplan, former head of the Office of Special Counsel, told the New York Times last
month, "[m]erely holding a briefing on government property that discusses election results or
upcoming elections would not, in and of itself, be considered 'political activity' and so woul<l
not violate the Hatch Act." New YorkTimes,4/27107 àt 425.

In response to your staff's May 1l request, this letter provides a list of bricfings that may have
mentioned future elections or candidates, and that may have been presented to federal agency
appointees by Office of Political Affairs ("OPA") personnel in 2006 and2007. As we
understand the matter at this stage in our review, it appears that Sara Taylor anÜor Scott
Jerurings participated in approximately 20 briefings to federal agency appointees that may have
mentioned the political environment in which agency employees implement the President's
policies. As I emphasized to Committee staff this past Friday, this list is tentative in nature and
is based upon what we have learned to date in the course of our still ongoing review. The
information on that list is likewise tentative, and represents the best information available to us
at this time. Our office has not been able to confirm all details associated with the listed events.



(For example, as to the briefings conducted at locations.other than in govemment buildings, we
do not know whether they were purely informatio¡lal briefings or whether they involved
"political activity" as defined by the Hatch Act and were located in a non-government building
for that reason.).

As I discussed with your staff in our April 16, 2007 meeting, your March 29letfer appean to
seek documents and information dating back to January 20,200I, and involving a potentially
very large universe of individuals. Because Committee staff sought information from us before
we have been able to complete the review necessitated by the March 29lctTer, we have elected
to provide you with information we have gathered at this point. As we review more documents
or leam additional details, we may modify or supplement the information relating to the agency
briefings set forth below, The information is organized by date, Depanment, category of
person(s) believed to have been invited, and participating OPA employee, Unless otherwise
noted, these informational briefings appear to havc occuüed at the Eisenhower Executive
Office Building ("EEOB").

For that reason, and in the spirit
of accommodation, we are providing additional information relating to those talks, As with the
information set forth above, this information is tentative and is provided to the Committee on
that understauding.

We would be pleased to discuss an arrangement fof Committee staff to review
the relevant pages in unredacted form.

As I explained in Fritlay's briefing, we are continuing our efforts to identify additional
responsive documents. As I have also noted to Committee staff, it appears that OPA did not
ma-intain a master schedule of all agency briefings and foi that reason the review process is
more laborious than it might otherwise have been. Our ¡eview is ongoing and we anticipate
producing additional responsive documents to your Committee or, in the event any such
documents implicate significant Executive Branch interests, we will notify you of their
existence as a prelude to furttrer discussion.

Because of press reports about that meeting, the Inspector General for the Department,

Earl Devaney, v/as asked to investigate, among other things, whether Mr. Rove's remarks

had any bearing on Interior's decision making with respect to the Klamath Basin. In a
March l,2004,letter to Senator Kerry, the Inspector General said his investigators

interviewed all the offlrcials and reviewed all the documents involved in the decision. He

found that the "the administative process followed in this matter did not deviate from the

norm." He also found no evidence ofpolitical influence affgcting the decisions

pertaining to the water in the Klamath Prgject." The letter stated: "'While we confirmed a
passing reference to the Klamath River Basin Project during an otherwise-un¡elated

presentation to senio¡ Interior offrcials, we found nothing to tie Karl Rove's comrnents or
presentation to the Klamath decision-making process'"

thc Republican Party's top electoral targets in upcoming federal and state elections,

Du'ing the Committee's investigation, we have learned that over thc past six years White
Ilouse officials have provided simil¿u presentations discussing future elections and candidates to
federal agency ofhcials throughout the government,

To provide historical contexl, we request that you provide the Committee with copics of
any political prcsentations or briefrngs provided by the Clinton White Housc Office of Political
Affairs to federal agency employees that mentioned future elections or candidates. We also
request that you provide the Committee with any legal guidance that the Clinton White House
Counsel may have provided to the Office of Political Affairs about the political presentations.
