!4 THE DEPUTY FOREPERSON: Correct.

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I BY MR. SUSANIN: 
2 Q And the atha ladies and gentlemen in the room 
3 before you arc the ladies and gentlemen of the grand juy 

4 Okay? 
5 A ARti@%. 

6 Q Now. as you know. you are ixxe for some questionin 
7 before the grand jury today. In a few minutes I’m going to 
8 ask you those questions. Befon: we do. I just want to 
9 briefly review with you some rights and responsibilities you 
0 have before the grand jury. Okay? Fair enough? 

1 A Yes. 
2 Q Okay. Fust of all, as you might be aware already, 
3 you have the right to counsel. You do not have thr: right to 
4 bring your attorney in Ibe Grand Jury Room with you: bowcsa, 

5 you do have the t-i&t to have counsel outside with you and 

6 you can stop at any time during the proceedings today and 
7 consult with your attorney. Do you understand that, sir? 

8 A Yes, Ido. 
9 Q Do you have an attorney or attorneys wirb you here 

0 today? 
I A We have attorneys that represent the Secrer 

2 Service, yes. 
3 Q I’m going to ask you to try to elevate your voice. 
4 MR. SLK4NlN: Arc you having problems hearing in 

5 the back row? We’re. running our fan hem today to try to 
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1 keep things cool. 

2 BY MR. SUSAMN: 

3 Q It might even help if you can turn when you’re 

4 speaking and look in the grand jurors’ direction, but we’re 
5 going to ask you to keep your voice up so they can hear. 

6 When you say, “We have attorneys hem today,” 
7 you’re talking about the Secret Service attorneys? 

8 A That’s correct. 
9 Q Do you have a personal attorney here today that 

0 you’ve hired solely to represent you? 
1 A No, I have not. 
2 Q And tell the ladies and gentlemen who the attorneys 
3 with the Secret Service are. 
4 A Tom Dougherty and Matt -- I don’t mcall his last 
5 name. 
6 Q Okay. Are those the only two attorneys here with 
7 you today? 
8 A That’s correct. 
9 Q You also are under oath, as you know. You were 
o just sworn in. Do you recall that? 
I A Yes. 
2 Q You have an obligation to testify truthfulIy here 

‘3 in front of the grand jury. Do you understand that, sir? 
4 A Yes. 

5 Q That includes an obligation to not mislead the 
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grand jurors and to not tell them you can’t remember if, in 
fact, you do remember. Do you understand that? 

A Yes. 

Q You also ha\.e a Fifth Amendment right under the 

Constitution, and that works as follows. You have the right, 
if you think an an_nver to a question that I pose to you would 

tend to incriminate you. to not answer that question. Do you 

understand your Fifth Amendment right? 

A Yes. 

Q And, lastly, in addition to asking to keep your 

voice up, we are going to ask you to make sure, as you have 

been doing, that you give us verbal answers as opposed to a 

nod or a shrug so that we can get everything down with the 

court reporter. Do you understand that? 

A Yes. 

Q All right. LVhy don’t you begin by telling the 

grand jury briefly your history with the Secret Service? 
when were you first employed by them? 

A I’ve been employed with the Secret Service for 14 

years. Started out, was hired in the Atlanta Field Office, 

worked in Miami, transferred to Baton Rouge, Louisiana, tha 

to the Office of Training here in Washington, D.C., where I 

taught for three years; and I’ve been assigned to the 

President’s detail for four years, four months and ten days.
