WHO MUST FILE

All committees authorized by Presidential candidates 2 must file either Quarterly or Monthly
reports in 2009. Before a committee can stop filing with the FEC, it must file a termination
report with the Commission. Committees must continue to file reports until the Commission
notifies them in writing that their termination report has been accepted. See 11 CFR 102.3.

LA reporting period always begins the day after the closing date of the last report filed. If the committee is new
and has not previously filed a report, the first report must cover all activity that occurred before the committee
registered.

*Generally, an individual becomes a candidate for federal office (and thus triggers registration and reporting

obligations) when his or her campaign exceeds $5,000 in either contributions or expenditures. If the campaign has
not crossed the $5,000 threshold, it is not required to file reports. See also 11 CFR 100.3(a).

They may be subject to monetary penalties if reports are inaccurate or are not filed on time.
