[0 Letter listing ALL projects requested by the Member of Congress — In addition to entering each project
request into the Database, each Member of Congress must submit to the Committee a letter listing all project
requests submitted.

O Printout of EACH database request (with the following forms attached):

[0 Letter of support from state or local official — Each project request must be accompanied by a letter of
support from a state or local official that includes (in bold font) information about a public comment
period and any state or local funding.

O Committee Certification Form (as generated by the database) for each project — This form will be
automatically generated by the HPP Database for each project entered. Committee on Transportation and
Infrastructure rules require the submission of this form for any project requested by a Member of
Congress.

OO Republican Conference Certification Form for each project (click here) — U.S. House Republican
Leadership project request standards require Republican Members to submit the above form, completed
for each project request, to the Committee Republican staff in 2163 Rayburn.

The following documents must be hand delivered to the Transportation and Infrastructure Committee Majority Staff in
2165 Rayburn in an unsealed franked envelope by 8:00 pm on May 14th:

O Letter listing ALL projects requested by the Member of Congress — In addition to entering each project
request into the Database, each Member of Congress must submit to the Committee a letter listing all the
project requests submitted.

0 Printout of EACH database request (with the following forms attached):

] Letter of support from state or local official — Each project request must be accompanied by a letter of
support from a state or local official that includes (in bold font) information about a public comment
period and any state or local funding.

0 Committee Certification Form (as generated by the database) for each project — This form will be
automatically generated by the HPP Database for each project entered. Committee on Transportation and
Infrastructure rules require the submission of this form for any project requested by a Member of
