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The FY 2010 Financial Services Appropriations bill contains $24.2 in total spending, which is a 7.1% increase over last year’s funding levels. The bill funds Treasury Department, the Executive Office of the President, the Judiciary, and the District of Columbia, and several other related agencies. 
This bill is yet another huge spending bill being pushed through Congress by the Democrat Majority without regard for the taxpayers who are footing the bill. A 7% increase in spending on bureaucratic government agencies will do little to help struggling families, improve the economy, or promote safety and security, but will further contribute to the current financial crisis and our mountain of debt. The resource requirements of the agencies funded in this bill could and should be met with a smaller allocation of funds, especially given the nation’s economic situation.
In addition, the bill contains several controversial policy provisions, including those that relate to abortions, school vouchers, and medical marijuana in the District of Columbia.
TARP
The Democrats on the Appropriations Committee rejected an amendment by Rep. John Culberson to limit the spending under the Troubled Assets Relief Program (TARP). The Culberson amendment would have lowered the authorized spending amount within the program by every dollar returned to the federal government by the entities who have received the subsidy. This would have allowed the over $70 billion returned by the banks to go to deficit reduction instead of being available for more government bailouts. There is report language within the bill related to TARP, but it does not adequately address the massive cost and severe policy flaws associated with the program. 

DC - Needle Exchange

An amendment by Rep. Jack Kingston was accepted to the bill that would prohibit funds from being used to operate a needle exchange program in the District of Columbia within 1000 feet of any school, day care, or youth activity center. However, there is no limitation in the bill to prohibit DC from operating a needle exchange program outside of this restriction using federal or local funds. 
DC - Medical Marijuana

The bill report contains a provisions that changes long-standing policy language regarding the use of funds for implementation of a medical marijuana program in the District of Columbia. As a result, while the use of federal funds for this program is prohibited, DC will be allowed to use local funds to implement the program. Rep. Jo Ann Emerson offered an amendment in the full Committee to prohibit the use of any funds for this program, but it was voted down by Committee Democrats.
DC- School Vouchers

The bill does not provide funding for the continuation of the District of Columbia Opportunity Scholarships program – also known as school vouchers. Students already established in the program will maintain their scholarships, but no new students – including siblings of existing participants – will be allowed into the program. Rep. Rodney Frelinghuysen offered two amendments in full Committee to provide funding to maintain the program and allow new participants, but both were defeated by Committee Democrats.
DC – Abortion Language

The bill does not include a long-standing provision to prohibit federal or local funds from being used to provide abortion services in the District of Columbia. The provision was changed to only prohibit federal funds, allowing local funds to be used for this purpose. An amendment by Rep. Todd Tiahrt was offered in full Committee to return to the previous policy, but it was defeated by Committee Democrats.
DC – Registration and Benefits to Domestic Partners 

The bill does not include long-standing prohibitions on the use of federal funds for the implementation a DC employee health benefits program for domestic partners, or any system of domestic partnership registration. 

Auto Dealer Rights
The bill includes legislative language to force Chrysler and GM to restore franchise agreements that were killed in bankruptcy proceedings or terminated by automakers. The provision was offered as an amendment by Rep. Steve LaTourette, and requires that franchise agreements be restored for automakers that are at least partially owned by the federal government.

Department of the Treasury
The bill provides $13.4 billion for the Treasury Department, which is $758.5 million over last year’s level. Included in this funding is $103 million for financial crimes enforcement, $244 million for the Financial Management Service, $2.3 billion for taxpayer services, and $4.9 billion in tax enforcement.
Executive Office of the President

The EOP receives a total of $754 million, which is 3.6% above last year’s level. However, the White House, Office of Management and Budget, and related accounts receive $306 million, which is over 9% above last year’s level.
