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The Compassion Capital Fund was appropriated by Congress to the Department of Health
and Human Services (HHS). The goal of the CCF is to assist faith-based and community
organizations to increase their effectiveness, enhance their ability to provide social ser-
vices, expand their organizations, diversity their funding sources, and create collaborations
to better serve those most in need. This will be accomplished through the funding of ex-
perienced intermediary organizations in well defined geographic locations with a proven
track record of providing assistance to smaller faith based and community organizations in
their communities.

HHS intends to award up to $7 million to 12 intermediary organizations (which could in-
clude credit unions or affiliated organizations) that will in turn provide technical assistance
and sub-awards to smaller organizations (which could include credit unions or community
organizations). Previous recipients of CCF grants are ineligible to apply. The intermediar-
ies will serve as a bridge between the Federal government and the faith based commu-
nity/organization.

HHS is currently inviting grant applicants to apply. The Notice of Funds Availability an-
