H.R. 1293
Disabled Veterans Home Improvement and Structural
Alteration Grant Increase Act of 2009

Title: To amend title 38, United States Code, to provide for an increase in the amount payable
by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to veterans for improvements and structural alterations
furnished as part of home health services.

Mr. Buyer of Indiana introduced H.R. 1293 on March 4, 2009.

H.R. 1293 would:

1. Provide an increase in the amount available to disabled veterans for improvements and
structural alterations furnished as part of home health services as follows: 1) An increase
from $4,100 to $6,800 for veterans with a service-connected disability, and 2) An
increase from $1,200 to $2,000 for veterans with a non-service connected disability.
