Process for Resolving Potential ADA Violations

 Resulting from DoD Joint OIG Audits
Effective, June 1, 2007

This process serves as the procedures to correct potential ADA violations identified in audits by the DoD OIGs.
Components will be responsible for:
1. Processing 1081 adjustments correcting the charged fiscal year to the appropriate fiscal year and report transactions to Treasury through the normal SOA/SOT process.

2. Prepare MIPR document(s) that adjusts the dollars on the charged fiscal year and cites the correct fiscal year.  The Component must also provide a modification of the Memorandum for the Record that certifies the funds to the three part test below.  If the Component, because of system constraints, can not process a correcting MIPR, then they can prepare a Memorandum for the Record (MFR) which cites the administrative need to adjust the MIPR and cite another fiscal year which corrects the potential ADA.  All documents must be signed by the funds holder.  It must also state the following:
The funds committed and prepared for MIPR No. XXXXX, totaling $XXX.XX, issued by this office on XX/XX/XX to the XXXXX (Agency) were properly funded by X, (i.e. Operations & Maintenance (O&M) funds).  

The transfer of these funds must meet all three of the items below:

 

▪  At the time of the original obligation, funds were available in the correct appropriation;



▪  At the time of correction to FYXX funding, this is today’s date;



▪  And, at all times between the original obligation and the current date.

3. All of this documentation will be forwarded to the DoD Comptroller’s office to be reviewed by the DoD OGC and will then be provided to the corresponding Trading Partner.
Trading Partners will be responsible for:
1. Receiving correction packages from DOD Comptroller’s Office.
2. Annotating their internal source documents.
