California’s landmark global warming legislation, AB 32, requires that the state’s 
greenhouse gas emissions be reduced to 1990 levels by 2020.  What effect will 
reducing greenhouse gases have on reducing criteria and toxic pollutants?  Can we 
prioritize control efforts to maximize synergies and avoid negative impacts?
