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1301. GENERAL

Purpose

This regulation sets forth pre-construction revieguirements for new, modified,
or relocated facilities, to ensure that the operatf such facilities does not
interfere with progress in attainment of the naicaimbient air quality standards,
and that future economic growth within the SoutlagAir Quality Management
District (District) is not unnecessarily restrictedhe specific air quality goal of
this regulation is to achieve no net increases frew or modified permitted
sources of nonattainment air contaminants or fireicursors.

In addition to nonattainment air contaminantss thegulation will also limit
emission increases ofttainment air contaminantsammonia, and Ozone
Depleting Compounds (ODCs) from new, modified olocated facilities by
requiring the use of Best Available Control Tecloyyl (BACT).

Applicability

Q) The provisions of this regulation shall appbythe installation of a new
source and to the modification of an existing seushich may cause the
issuance of any nonattainment air contaminany,-OBC,—erammeniat
any facility. For facilities subject to RegulatiodX - RECLAIM,
Regulation XIll only applies to pollutants not sgeally regulated by
Regulation XX.

(2) Construction of new, or modification of exigjipower plants subject to
Public Resources Code 25500 and following sectsiradl be evaluated
and processed in accordance with the regulatiotiseo€alifornia Energy
Resources Conservation and Development Commissiorriging such
facilities.

State Standards

standards and nonattainment shall be interpretethdioide state ambient air
quality standards. This subsection shall not buded as part of any revision to
the District's portion of the State Implementatikian (SIP).

Compliance

Failure to comply with the requirements of Regualatklil - New Source Review,
shall result in enforcement action pursuant to @adifornia Health and Safety
Code and/or the federal Clean Air Act.
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
