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Summary of Reported Incidents Associated with Yo-Yo Balls 
 
From January 1, 2006 through October 31, 2006 there were seven incidents involving yo-yo balls 
reported to CPSC.  That brings the total number of reported incidents from December 1, 2002 
through October 31, 2006 to 416 reported incidents.  Incident reports were reviewed, duplicate 
reports of the same incident were removed, and patterns were identified.  Incident reports that 
mention that the injured person received medical attention were also identified.  Not all of the 
incident reports involved an injury, and not all of the injured people sought medical 
attention.

Table 1 presents the monthly number of cases reported to CPSC staff from November 2004 
through October 2006. During this 24 month period, a total of 27 cases involving yo-yo balls 
were recorded by CPSC staff. During the previous 23 months (December 2002 – October 2004), 
CPSC staff was made aware of 389 incidents involving yo-yo balls. Figure 1 presents a graph of 
the number of cases reported by month.

The time period 
recorded in the columns corresponds to previous summary report updates. 
 
Not all incident reports associated with yo-yo balls resulted in medical attention. Table 3 
summarizes the number of reported incidents by hazard pattern and the number of reported cases 
receiving medical attention.

To summarize the medical treatment information: Out of 416 incident reports received from 
December 2002 through October 2006, 19 cases report that medical treatment was received.  
Seventeen cases report that the injured person lost consciousness and three of these reports also 
state that the injured person received medical treatment. One hundred fifty-one of the 416 
incidents reported no injury, 254 of the incidents reported an injury, and 11 incidents did not 
report whether or not there was an injury. 
 
Only those incident reports that state that the person received medical attention were identified, 
but this claim has not been verified.  In some of the other incidents the injured person may have 
received medical attention, but this detail was not included in the incident report to CPSC.
