SUMMARY': Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined to extend the deadline for determining whether to review the presiding administrative
law judge’'s (“ALJ’) final initial determination (“ID”) finding no violation of section 337 of the
Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. 8§ 1337) in the above-captioned investigation.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: Thisinvestigation was instituted on March 22, 2006,
based on a complaint filed by Linear Technology Corporation of Milpitas, California. The
complaint, as supplemented, alleged violations of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19
U.S.C. § 1337) in the importation into the United States, the sale for importation, and the sale
within the United States after importation of certain voltage regulators, components thereof and
products containing the same, by reason of infringement of claims 1-14 and 23-35 of United
States Patent Nos. 6,411,531 (“the ‘531 patent”) and claims 1-19, 31, 34, and 35 of 6,580,258
(“the * 258 patent”). The complaint named Advanced Analogic Technologies, Inc. of Sunnyvale,
California as the sole respondent. Only claims 4, 9, and 26 of the ‘531 patent and claims 2, 3,
34, and 35 of the ‘258 patent remain in the investigation.



On May 22, 2007, the ALJissued hisfinal ID finding no violation of section 337. He
issued a recommended determination on remedy and bonding on May 30, 2007. Complainant,
Respondent, and the Commission investigative attorney each filed petitions for review of the
final 1D on June 4, 2007, and each filed responses on June 11, 2007.

The Commission has determined to extend the deadline for determining whether to
review the subject final 1D by fifteen (15) days, i.e., to July 24, 2007.

The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and
in section 210.42(h) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 C.F.R. 8§
210.42(h)).
