SUMMARY : Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined not to review theinitial determination (*1D”) of the presiding administrative law
judge (“ALJ’) extending the target date for completion of the above-captioned investigation to
October 31, 2008.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: Thisinvestigation was instituted on May 31, 2006, based
upon acomplaint filed on behalf of Ajinomoto Heartland LLC of Chicago, Illinoison April 25,
2006, as amended May 12, 2006, and supplemented May 12 and 16, 2006. 71 Fed. Reg. 30958
(May 31, 2006). The complaint alleged a violation of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930 in
the importation into the United States, the sale for importation, and the sale within the United



States after importation of certain L-lysine feed products and genetic constructs for the
production thereof by reason of infringement of various claims of United States Patent Nos.
5,827,698 and 6,040,160. Subsequently, complainant’s parent company, Ajinomoto, Inc., was
added as an additional complainant. 71 Fed. Reg. 43,209 (July 31, 2006).

On September 20, 2007, after a pre-hearing conference to set the procedural schedule, the
parties proposed extending the target date by two months. On September 25, 2007, the ALJ
issued the subject ID, extending the target date by three months to October 31, 2008. No
petitions for review were filed. The Commission has determined not to review the subject ID.

This action is taken under the authority of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as
amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and of section 210.42(h)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice
and Procedure (19 CFR § 210.42(h)(3)).
