SUMMARY': Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined not to review an initial determination (*1D”) of the presiding administrative law
judge (“ALJ’) extending the target date for completion of the above-captioned investigation to
March 12, 2008.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: On July 12, 2006, the Commission instituted an
investigation under section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, based on a
complaint, as supplemented, filed by QUALCOMM Incorporated of San Diego, California
(“Qualcomm”), aleging aviolation of section 337 in the importation, sale for importation, and
sale within the United States after importation of certain mobile telephone handsets, wireless
communication devices, and components thereof by reason of infringement of certain claims of
six U.S. patents. 71 Fed. Reg. 39362 (July 12, 2006). The complainant named Nokia
Corporation of Finland and Nokia Inc. of Irving, Texas, as respondents. Subsequently, the
investigation was terminated as to three patents.



On January 17, 2007, complainant Qualcomm moved for summary determination that it
satisfied the domestic industry requirement asto U.S. Patent Nos. 5,590,408 and 5,655,220, and
moved for summary determination as to respondents’ twelfth and thirteenth affirmative defenses.
On February 20, 2007, the then-presiding ALJ issued I Ds granting complainant’s motions. On
February 23 and February 27, 2007, respectively, the respondents petitioned for review of each
ID. On February 23 and March 6, 2007, respectively, complainant Qualcomm filed abrief in
opposition to each petition filed by the respondents. On March 2 and March 6, 2007,
respectively, the Commission investigative attorney also filed a brief in opposition to each
petition filed by the respondents. On March 22, 2007, the Commission issued notices stating its
decisions not to review these two IDs.

On June 11, 2007, the Commission issued a notice reassigning thisinvestigation to
another ALJ. On June 12, 2007, the newly presiding ALJissued an ID extending the target date
of thisinvestigation to March 12, 2008, and the deadline for hisfinal initial determination to
November 12, 2007. No party petitioned for review of the subject ID. The Commission has
determined not to review thisID.

The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in section 337 of the
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and in section 210.42(c) of the Commission’s
Rules of Practice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. 88 210.42(c).
