SUMMARY:: Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined not to review an initial determination (“1D”) of the presiding administrative law
judge (*ALJ’) granting complainant’s motion to amend the complaint in the above-captioned
investigation.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this investigation on
March 26, 2007, based on a complaint filed by Microsoft Corporation (“Microsoft”) of
Redmond, Washington. 72 Fed. Reg. 14138-9. The complaint, as amended and supplemented,
alleges violations of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, in the
importation into the United States, the sale for importation, and the sale within the United States
after importation of certain unified communications systems, products used with such systems,
and components thereof by reason of infringement of certain claims of U.S. Patent Nos.
6,421,439; 6,430,289; 6,263,064; and 6,728,357. The complaint further alleges the existence of



adomestic industry. The Commission’s notice of investigation named Alcatel-L ucent of Paris,
France as the only respondent.

On April 20, 2007, Microsoft moved to amend the complaint to: 1) substitute Alcatel
Business Systems for Alcatel-L ucent as respondent in this investigation, and 2) add allegations
of infringement of claims 8, 28, 38, and 48 of U.S. Patent No. 6,421,439, and claim 20 of U.S.
Patent No. 6,263,064. Alcatel-Lucent, proposed respondent Alcatel Business Systems, and the
Commission investigative attorney did not oppose the motion.

On April 26, 2007, the ALJ issued the subject ID granting Microsoft’s motion. No party
petitioned for review of the ID pursuant to 19 C.F.R. § 210.43(a), and the Commission found no
basis for ordering areview on its own initiative pursuant to 19 C.F.R. § 210.44. The
Commission has determined not to review thisID.

The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in section 337 of the
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and in sections 210.14 and 210.42(c) of the
Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. 88 210.14, 210.42(c).
