SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: On February 13, 2006, the Commission instituted an
investigation under section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, based on a
complaint filed by Solomon Technologies, Inc., of Tarpon Springs, Florida (“ Solomon”),
alleging aviolation of section 337 in the importation, sale for importation, and sale within the
United States after importation of certain combination motor and transmission systems and
devices used therein, and products containing same by reason of infringement of claims 1-5, 7, 8,
10, and 12 of U.S. Patent No. 5,067,932. 71 Fed. Reg. 7574. The notice of investigation named
Toyota Motor Corporation, of Japan; Toyota Motor Manufacturing North America, Inc., of
Erlanger, Kentucky; and Toyota Motor Sales, U.S.A., Inc., of Torrance, California as
respondents.

On May 23, 2006, complainant Solomon moved for leave to amend the complaint and
notice of investigation pursuant to Commission rule 210.14(b) to substitute respondent Toyota
Motor Manufacturing North America, Inc. with Toyota Motor Engineering & Manufacturing
North America, Inc. and Toyota Motor Manufacturing Kentucky, Inc. Respondents and the
Commission investigative attorney did not oppose the motion.

On May 26, 2006, the ALJissued an ID (Order No. 7) granting complainant’s unopposed
motion to amend the complaint and notice of investigation. No petitions for review of Order No.
7 werefiled.

The authority for the Commission’s action is contained in section 337 of the Tariff Act of
1930, as amended (19 U.S.C. 8§ 1337) and in section 210.42 of the Commission’s Rules of
Practice and Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 210.42).
