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Food stamp statutes and regulations provide State agencies with numerous policy options. By
selecting among these options, State agencies can target benefits to those most in need,
streamline program administration, and coordinate their FSP activities with those of other
programs. The Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) occasionally surveys State agenciesto
determine which policy options they are using. While information about State agency choices
among policy options is subject to frequent change, this report catal ogs choices that are current
as of April, 2002.

The first section of the report describes many of these options and lists the States that have
selected each of them. The second section lists the States in alphabetical order and shows which
options each State has sel ected.
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Simplified Food Stamp Program: After complying with several statutory FSP requirements,
States have the option of using TANF or FSP rules, or a combination of both, to create
Simplified Food Stamp Programs (SFSP). Under SFSP, households with no TANF benefits are
not eligible for food stamps. Households where all members receive TANF benefits are
automatically eigible for food stamps. With FNS approval, State SFSP plans can provide food
stamps to households where one or more members receive TANF benefits. At present, nine
States are operating limited SFSP.

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Reporting Options: State agencies have the option of requiring food stamp participants to
report on their financial circumstances at various intervals and in various ways. In the chart
below, the first, second, and third columns show States that have chosen to allow participantsto
report earned income semi-annually, quarterly, or monthly, respectively. Column four shows
States with waivers that allow participants to report changes in the source, wage rate, or status
(from full time to part-time or vice versa) of earned income. Column five shows States that
allow participants to report increases or decreases of 5 or more hours of employment per week.
Column six shows States that require participants to report changes of $100 or more in earned
income per month. Column seven shows States that allow participants to average unearned
income from private sources--such as alimony payments--over a 12 month period, or require
participants to report changes of $100 or more in unearned income from private sources.

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E& T Pledge States: As of October 1, 2001, 16 State agencies are operating their Food Stamp
Employment and Training (E& T) Programs under an alternative to the maximum component
reimbursement rates. The 16 States “pledge’ to offer every able-bodied adult without
dependents (ABAWND) applicant and recipient subject to the 3-month participation limit a
qualifying education, training, or workfare opportunity that would allow them to remain eligible
for food stamps. In return they are authorized to pay for creating these opportunities without
regard to the current maximum allowable rates of $175 for an offer accepted by an ABAWD and
$30 for an offer that is turned down.

Food stamp policy gives States the option to set disqualification periods longer
than the minimum mandatory periods prescribed by law; for athird occurrence, States can make
the disqualification permanent. States also have the option of applying the sanction to the entire
household when the head of household failsto meet E& T requirements. The mandatory
disqualification periods are 1 month for the first occurrence, 3 months for the second occurrence,
and six months for the third occurrence. In the State-by-State tablesin Section 2, each State's
choices are shown by the number of months for each occurrence; e.g. (1-3-6) or (3-6-permanent).
The map below shows States that have extended disqualification periods that are longer than the
minimum mandatory periods, States that disqualify permanently for the third occurrence, and
States that apply the head of household’ s disgualification to the entire household. [Of the four
States that disqualify permanently for athird offense, all but Minnesota have extended
disqualification periods.]
