ORDER ON MOTION TO RESCHEDULE HEARING DATE 

On October 1, 2008, Respondent Polypore International, Inc. ("Polypore," "Daramic" or 
"Respondent"), filed a Motion to Reschedule Hearing Date. The Complaint in this matter stated 
that the hearng on the Complaint would be begin on December 9,2008, or other such date as 
determined by the Administrative Law Judge.

Complaint Counsel represents it has no objection to the April 14,2009 trial date. 

Respondent's motion to reschedule the hearing date is GRANTED in par and DENIED 
in part. The administrative trial wil not begin on December 9,2008; it wil begin on April 14, 
2009.
