The instructor reviews the “fundamental concepts of fund-raising,” and asks each student to think
about his/her favorite program sponsored by his/her organization or agency. Give them three
minutes to write down three reasons why (a) it deserves to be funded and (b) what makes it
unique. While thereis no need to “report out,” students will learn how to “pitch” their programs
for funding in terms of their uniqueness.
