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GENERAL INFORMATION

The Community Reinvestment Act requires each federal financial supervisory agency to use its
authority when examining financial institutions subject to its supervision, to assess the
institution's record of meeting the credit needs of its entire community, including low- and
moderate-income neighborhoods, consistent with safe and sound operation of the institution.
Upon conclusion of such examination, the agency must prepare a written evaluation of the
institution's record of meeting the credit needs of its community.

This document is an evaluation of the Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) performance of The
First National Bank in Creston , prepared by the Office of the Comptroller of the Currency, the
institution's supervisory agency, as of April 9, 1997. The agency rates the CRA performance of
an institution consistent with the provisions set forth in Appendix A to 12 CFR Part 25.

INSTITUTION'S CRA RATING
Thisinstitution is rated “ Outstanding.”

The First National Bank in Creston’s average loan-to-deposit ratio since the last CRA
examination is 63.5%. This is reasonable given the bank’s size, financial condition, and
assessment area credit needs. A majority (78%) of loans by dollar volume are located within the
ingtitution’ s assessment area. The bank actively lends to low- and moderate-income borrowers
and to businesses and farms of different sizes. Community development activities directed
toward low- and moderate-income individuals enhance the bank’s CRA performance.
