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GENERAL | NFORVATI ON

Thi s docunent is an evaluation of the Community Rei nvestnment Act
(CRA) performance of The United National Bank and Trust Conpany
prepared by the Ofice of the Conptroller of the Qurrency (OC0),
the institution's supervisory agency.

The eval uation represents the OCC s current assessnent and rating
of the institution's CRA perfornmance based on an exam nati on
conducted as of Septenber 30, 1996. It does not reflect any
CRA-rel ated activities that nmay have been initiated or

di scontinued by the institution after the conpletion of the
exam nat i on.

The purpose of the Community Reinvestnment Act of 1977 (12 U S. C
2901), as anended, is to encourage each financial institution to
help meet the credit needs of the communities in which it
operates. The Act requires that in connection with its
examnation of a financial institution, each federal financial
supervi sory agency shall (1) assess the institution's record of
hel ping to neet the credit needs of its entire commnity,

i ncluding | ow and noder at e-i ncome nei ghbor hoods, consistent wth
safe and sound operations of the institution, and (2) take that
record of performance into account when deci di ng whether to
approve an application of the institution for a deposit facility.

The Financial Institutions Reform Recovery and Enforcenent Act
of 1989, Pub. L. No. 101-73, amended the CRAto require the
Agencies to nmake public certain portions of their CRA performance
assessnents of financial institutions.

Basis for the Rating

The assessnent of the institution's record takes into account its
financial capacity and size, |egal inpedinents and | ocal econom c
condi tions and denographics, including the conpetitive
environnent in which it operates. Assessing the CRA perfornance
is a process that does not rely on absol ute standards.
Institutions are not required to adopt specific activities, nor
to offer specific types or amounts of credit. Each institution
has considerable flexibility in determning howit can best help
to neet the credit needs of its entire coomunity. In that |ight,
eval uations are based on a review of 12 assessnent factors, which
are grouped together under 5 performance categories, as detailed
in the follow ng section of this eval uation.

I nconme ar eas.

(Onh-going contacts are made with community not-for-profit

agenci es, realtors groups, churches and | ocal governnent
agencies. UNB&T's CRA Admnistrator is the primary contact with
t hese organi zations. Al UNB&T enpl oyees are encouraged to
becone involved in coomunity activities that hel p them becone
aware of credit needs within the coomunity. Reports regarding
this involverent are forwarded to the CRA Admnistrator for any
appropriate fol |l owp.

Through its contacts w th various housing-rel ated community
groups, UNB&T has established a referral relationship for its
hone purchase and hone i nprovenent | oan products. These groups
include: Rural Qpportunities, Inc., of Aliance; Neighborhood
Housi ng Services of Massillon, Inc.; Association for Better
Comuni ty Devel opnent, Inc., Canton; The Gty of Massillon; and
Stark County Qut of Poverty Partnership of Canton.

UNB&T is a charter menber of the Stark County Financia
Institution Community Interest Goup (FIA Q. This group,

consi sting of representatives fromother financial institutions
within the community, neets nonthly to discuss CRA issues

i ncl udi ng future housing, econom c devel opnent and credit needs
within the community, and to collectively assist in devel opi ng
ways to neet those needs. Recently the Equal Qoportunity in
Housi ng Commttee of the Stark County Association of Realtors
joined forces wth FIAGin an attenpt to pronote honme ownership
for low inconme persons in the comunity.



UNB&T is also a charter nenber of the Stark County Housing Task
Force, which consists of housing providers, support agencies,
non-profit groups, political |eaders and financial institutions.
This group neets nonthly to address housing and credit needs for
| ow incone, elderly and nental ly chal |l enged persons.

UNB&T has establ i shed Community Advisory boards in several of the
| ocal communities that it serves. Each board is headed by a
director of UNB&T, w th nmenbership representative of various

busi nesses and organi zations in the comunity. These boards neet
on a periodic basis to discuss the needs of the coomunity, and to
di scuss how UNB&T can hel p to neet those needs.

During the review period, UNB&T conducted a “Fair Lendi ng”
survey, with specific enphasis on | ow and noderate-incone and
mnority areas of Canton, Massillon and Alliance. The results of
this survey were used in the devel oprment of UNB&T' s nortgage
application video, described el sewhere within this report.

UNB&T has established the Mortgage Assistance Program

UNB&T has been invol ved in nunerous sem nars addressing
housi ng, credit, and snall business needs.

The Board has nmade conpliance with CRA a central part of UNB&T s
pl anni ng process. CRA goals and objectives are included in both
the mssion statenent and the strategic plan of UNB&T.

UNB&T has established a CRA Coonmttee, consisting of nmanagers
fromvarious departnents within the bank. The purpose of this
commttee is to devel op UNB&T' s CRA program nonitor CRA
performance, oversee CRA training, and recommend to seni or
managenent ways to inprove the bank’s CRA ratings. The commttee
nmeets nonthly, and mnutes of all neetings are submtted to the
Board for its review

Menbers of the Board are actively involved in various comunity
groups where they nmaintain contact with other community | eaders.
These contacts help the Drectors |earn of the needs within the
communi ty.

UNB&T personnel are kept apprised of CRA-related activities
t hrough on-goi ng traini ng sessions and through the “Comunity
Corner” articles in the nonthly enpl oyee newsl etter.

UNB&T is in conpliance with the technical requirenments of CRA
The current CRA statenent was approved by the Board on March 14,
1996.

Loan and deposit products are advertised through | ocal newspapers
of general circulation, radio stations, billboards, bus posters,
and direct nail solicitations. During the review period, UNB&T
conduct ed an extensive medi a canpaign targeting its affordable
nort gage prograns.



These prograns are detailed in Assessment Factor |I. UNB&T al so
pronotes it products in booklets at cormunity events, and in
| ocal community newsletters.

UNB&T actively participates in training semnars designed to hel p
individual s apply for small business | oans and hone nortgage

| oans. These include semnars conducted by the city of Aliance,
the city of Massillon, Stark County Association of Realtors, the
Stark County Fair Housing Association, the Uban League, and the
Stark County Qut-of-Poverty Partnership. They also assist with
prograns such as the “Misible House,” a working house used to
educate first-time honmeowners on how to operate their hone.

UNB&T has devel oped a video to gui de peopl e through the nortgage
| oan application process. The video, and a nortgage | oan pre-
application kit, are available at each branch office. In

addi tion, UNB&T has run print ads containing a coupon that can be
used to request the application package. The video is al so
avai | abl e to church and comunity groups to use as a training
tool in assisting with the nortgage | oan application process.

Si nce devel opnent, the video has been used by 17 groups or

i ndi vidual s, and has been provided to area realtors for use with
their clients.

o] UNB&T does not discourage credit applicants on a prohibited
basi s.

UNB&T affirmatively solicits credit applications from al
segnents of its comunity, including |ow and noderate-incone
areas. Policies, procedures and intense training pronote fair
[ ending. UNB&T has established a fair Iending commttee to
oversee lending policies, activities and training.

Training in fair lending laws and principles is provided to al
appl i cabl e enpl oyees. A programto test for possible illegal
discrimnation in nortgage | ending through a conparative file
revi ew has been i npl enent ed.

Assessnent Factor F - Evidence of prohibited discrimnatory or
other illegal credit practices.

o] UNB&T is in conpliance with fair lending and fair housing
| aws and regul ations. No substantive violations or illega
practices were noted.

Qur exam nation included testing for conpliance with the Equa
Cedit Qoportunity Act and the Fair Housing Act. W performed a
review of residential nortgage | oan applications, testing for
illegal discrimnation based on race of the applicant. Ve
reviewed a sanple of eight denied, or closed for inconpleteness,
applications fromblack applicants, which were recei ved by UNB&T
during 1995 and the first half of 1996. W conpared these to a
sanpl e of 50 approved white applicants. The objective was to
determne if denied applicants were treated simlarly and gi ven
the same | evel of assistance when conpared to approved
applicants. W found that applicants were treated equal |l y and
were provided the sanme | evel of assistance during the application
pr ocess.
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V. COVMUNI TY DEVELOPMENT

Assessnment Factor H - The institution's participation, including

investnents, in local community devel opnent and redevel opnent
projects or prograns.

0] UNB&T routinely participates in community devel opnent
proj ects.

UNB&T supports | ocal econom c devel opnent initiatives by
extending | oans to snall businesses throughout its delineated
ar ea.

During the review period, UNB&T financed affordabl e housi ng
projects totaling $265 thousand. These projects included:

o] Providing financing to a |l ocal housing rehabilitation group
for the purchase and renovation of vacant and condemmed
houses within the local area. These houses are subsequently
sold to | ow i ncome persons ($150, 000);

o] Participation in a $1.2 mllion project to construct a 24
unit multi-famly housing unit for | ow and noderate-incone
seasonal agricultural workers ($5,000). In addition, UNB&T
managenent spearheaded efforts to obtain federal grant
noney.

o] Purchasing tax credits in a YWCA interi mhousi ng project.

The project involves purchasing and rehabilitating an
abandoned hotel into interim(one to three year) housing for
low incone famlies. The hotel has 24 apartnents

($110, 000) .

UNB&T ext ended a reasonabl e nunber of |oans to conmercia
entities in an effort to create jobs, establish comunity
daycare, and neet a variety of social service needs. Sone of
these | oans are detail ed bel ow.

o] Provide financing to a conpany to purchase a vacant inner-
city warehouse in order to expand busi ness and provi de
addi ti onal jobs ($250, 000).

o] Provide financing to a real estate developer in order to
purchase and rehabilitate a building in dowtow Aliance
($50, 000) .

o] Provide funding to a church located in a | ow and noder at e-
incone area to assist in building a coomunity youth center
($18, 000) .
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o] Fundi ng for the purchase and renovation of a commercia
building in a |low and noderate-incone area ($150, 000) .

o] Provi de working capital funding for a start-up business to
be located in a | ow and noderat e-i ncone area ($50, 000) .

Assessnment Factor K - The institution's ability to neet various
community credit needs based on its financial condition and size,
| egal inpedinents, |ocal econom c conditions and ot her factors.

o] There are no financial inpedinents which inhibit UNB&T s
efforts to help neet the credit needs of its delineated
communi ty.

UNB&T participates in CRA activities commensurate with its size
and financial capacity. The Community and Bank profiles detailed
earlier provide further information on the financial trends of
the institution and the | ocal econony.

Assessnment Factor L - Any other factors that, in the regulatory

authority’ s judgenent, reasonably bear upon the extent to which

an institution is helping to neet the credit needs of its entire
communi ty.

o] UNB&T routinely participates in, and is recogni zed for,
other activities which help to neet community needs.

UNB&T has been recogni zed by local realtors as a |eader in
residential lending to |ow and noderate-incone persons. UNB&T
is also one of alimted nunber of |ocal institutions that
participate in the Chio Student Loan Comm ssion’s guarant eed
Student Loan Program UNB&T routinely contributes to a variety
of organi zations that pronote econom c devel opnent within the

| ocal community.

In 1992, UNB&T received the Lenders Award for outstandi ng service
in the pronotion of residential |oans for | ow and noderat e-
incone famlies. This award is given by the Community Housi ng
Resource Board and the Stark County Association of Realtors.

As of Decenber 31, 1995, UNB&T had 474 outstandi ng student | oans

totaling $1.2 mllion. This total does not reflect |oans sold by
UNB&T to the secondary narket during 1995.
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During the review period, UNB&T contributed approxi mately $25
thousand to a variety of organi zati ons whose prinary purpose was
to provide affordable housing for | ow and noderate-incone
persons within UNB&T' s delineated coomunity. Some of these
contributions included:

o] Several donations and grants to a |ocal non-profit
organi zation that constructs and sells honmes to | ow and
noder ate-incone famlies. Funds were used to purchase
construction materials, and | ower nortgage paynents.
($19, 500) .

o] Donations to a local, nonprofit social service agency that
provi des tenporary housing and food for very | ow incone
persons ($4, 060).

o] Donations to a | ocal Community Devel opnent group that
provi des weat heri zation services to | ow i ncone hone owners.
(%1, 000) .

UNB&T established a direct rent paynment program The program
provi des | ow i ncome persons who have nmental inpairnments with a
nmeans of ensuring tinely rent paynents. |In the past, sone of
these individuals had been routinely evicted fromtheir

resi dences because they had i nadvertently failed to pay rental
obligations in a tinely manner. Through UNB&T' s program a
participant’s check is direct deposited (free of charge). On the
sane day, UNB&T deducts rental paynents and forwards themto the
| andl or ds.

UNB&T al so devel oped the “Non-hone Owmer Credit & Savi ngs
Progranf which is designed to hel p people who do not own their
own hones build a good credit history while they save for a down
paynent .
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
