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Included in this e-mail transmission is a copy of the CSREES-OD-1088-C, Distribution of the
Public Law 95-113, Section 1445, funding for the Evans-Allen Program at the 1890 Land-Grant

The distribution was calculated using the 2000 Census Data. The distribution also identifies
funds for the Small Business Innovation Research Program, reflecting the requirement that not
less than 2.50 percent of the funds be set aside for that purpose in FY 2006. Additionally, the
distribution also identifies a set-aside for biotechnology risk assessment.
