The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) will conduct the first Quadrennial Homeland 
Security Review (QHSR). This congressionally mandated, top-to-bottom review of homeland secu-
rity goals and objectives that will guide the Department and the nation for the next four years.  

About the QHSR 
Beginning in fiscal year 2009, the Secretary of 
Homeland Security conducts a quadrennial home-
land security review of the United States.  This 
comprehensive examination includes  
recommendations regarding homeland security 
goals and objectives that will guide the Depart-
ment’s programs, assets, capabilities, policies, and 
authorities. The review is conducted by the Secre-
tary with key assistance from QHSR study groups 
within DHS.  The Secretary of Homeland Security 
will provide her conclusions to Congress in a  final 
report by December 31, 2009.  To learn more, go 
to: www.dhs.gov/qhsr. 

What is the National Dialogue? 
The National Dialogue is a conversation  
between you, other Homeland Security stake-
holders, and DHS.  DHS has partnered with the 
National Academy of Public Administration 
to host three interactive, online National  
Homeland Security Dialogue sessions.
