Determining the presence of plant pests or contaminants in a commercial shipment is based on

inspection of a sample. The size and method of selecting the sample are important in ensuring that it is
representative of the whole shipment. Generally, use 2 percent as a standard sample rate. Use past port
experience working with the shipper and the type of bulb or dormant perennial being imported. The

sample rate may be increased for smaller shipments, or for a shipper or commodity that is encountered
for the first time. The sample rate may be decreased for larger shipments, or for low risk commaodities.
Keep in mind that for containerized shipments, shippers may put the cleanest boxes of bulbs or dormant
perennials at the tailgate of the container. Therefore, it is important that the sample is representative of
the whole shipment. The importer is responsibility for supplying the labor to move open and re-package
the boxes or cartons sampled.
