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BENTLEY P. WHITFIELD PLEADS GUILTY 

The New York Regional Office and Rudolph W. Giuliani, U.S. Attorney for the Southern 
District of New York, announced that on April 3 Bentley P. Whitfield pled guilty 
before U.S. District Judge Thomas P. Griesa, Southern District of New York, to a 
charge of mail fraud. Whitfield, former account executive and registered representa
tive of Merrill Lynch, Pierce. Fenner & Smith, Inc., had been indicted on the charge
in connection with a scheme to divert funds, intended for the benefit of Merrill 
Lynch, to his own use. Sentencing has been scheduled for May 19. Whitfield faces 
maximum penalties ·of five years imprisonment and a $250,000 fine. (U.S. v. Bentley
P. Whitfield, 87 Cr. 192, USDC SONY). (LR-11414) 

JOSEPH P. TOTA AND GEORGE B. FAHMY INDICTED 

The New York Regional Office and the U.S. Attorney for the Southern District of New 
York announced that on April 2 Joseph P. Tota, former branch manager, and George B. 
Fahmy, former branch operations manager of a Paine, Webber, Jackson & Curtis, Inc. 
branch office, were indicted by a federal grand jury in connection with a money
laundering scheme. The two-count indictment charges both defendants with conspiracy
and obstruction of justice. 

According to the indictment, Tota and Fahmy conspired with Gary D. Eder, former Paine,
Webber registered representative, and others to violate the securities laws requiring
broker-dealers to make and keep accurate records of their receipt of cash and requiring
broker-dealers to create, and file with the Internal Revenue Service, Currency Trans
action Reports. Tota and Fahmy are also charged with conspiring to obstruct justice
and obstruction of justice. The obstruction charge is based on, among other things,
the destruction of Paine, Webber documents which would have demonstrated the defendants 
illegal conduct. Co-conspirator Eder was indicted on similar charges on March 12 and 
pled guilty on March 19. 

If convicted, defendants face maximum penalties of ten year~ imprisonment and a 
$500,000 fine. (U.S."v. Joseph P. Tota, et a1., 87 Cr. 273 usoe SONY). (LR-11415)
