The New York Regional Office announced that on January 22, following a non-jury
trial before the Honorable Inzer B. Wyatt, U.S. District Judge for the Southern 
District of New York, Frederick M. Friedman and Alan E. Sandberg, were each con
victed on two counts of mail fraud and one count of wire fraud. Friedman is a 
vice president of TDA Industries, Inc., and Sandberg, is a former officer and 
director of the company. The convictions arose out of a transaction involving the 
payment of a duplicative finder's fee in connection with TDA's acquisition of 
Eagle Roofing & Art Metals, Inc. Friedman was acquitted on one count of the 
tndictment, which charged that he had failed to disclose the above transaction in 
a TDA proxy statement in violation of the proxy solicitation rules. January 30, 
1980 has been set as the sentencing for Friedman and March 6, 1980 for Sandberg. 

The criminal trials arose out of the same transactions that were the subject of a 
prior Commission civil injunctive action. (u.S. v. Frederick M. Friedman and 
Alan E. Sandberg, 76 Cr.
