The Commission has issued a release setting forth the views of its staff on the
application of the Securities Act of 1933 to pension, profit-sharing and similar
types of employee benefit plans. Among the matters discussed in the release are
the circumstances under which participation interests in such plans are deemed to
be securities which are subject to the registration and antifraud requirements of
the Act. There also is a discussion of the various exemptions from the Act's
registration provisions that may be available for the offer and sale of securities
by plans. Other topics covered by the release include the application of the Act
to the various types of securities transactions in which plans may engage, resales
by plan participants of securities acquired pursuant to plans, and the methods of
registering securities issued by plans and related entities.
