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ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 
NASD ACTION AGAINST APEX FINANCIAL CORPORATION AND 
OFFICIALS AFFIRMED 

The Commission has affirmed sanctions imposed by the NASD on Apex Financial Cor
poration, a Los Altos, California brokerage firm, Wayne H. Wernimont, the firm's 
president, and Charles B. Godfrey, a former vice president and compliance officer. 
The NASD censured applicants and fined each of them $3,750. 

The Commission found, as had the NASD, that applicants shared responsibility for 
the firm's unlawful sale of unregistered securities. (ReI. 34-16749) 

NASD SANCTIONS AGAINST LOWELL H. LISTROM CO., INC. AND 
LOWELL H. LISTROM REDUCED 

The Commission has affirmed the NASD's imposition of censure on Lowell H. Listrom 
Co., Inc., of Kansas City, Missouri, and its president, Lowell H. Listrom. However,
the Commission set aside the NASD's assessment of a $500 fine against applicants. 

The Commission found, as had the NASD, that applicants prepared inaccurate compu
tations of the firm's aggregate indebtedness and net capital, which caused the 
filing of inaccurate financial reports. The Commission also affirmed the NASD's 
findings that applicants inaccurately computed the balance required to be main
tained in the firm's special reserve account for the benefit of customers, and 
failed to make proper reports of certain transactions to NASDAQ. However, the 
Commission set aside the NASD's finding that applicants' inaccurate computatio.ns
resulted in deficiencies in the firm's special reserve account. 

In reducing the sanctions imposed by the NASD, the Commission noted that, despite
the inaccuracy of applicants' net capital computations, the firm's net capital was 
never deficient and its aggregate indebtedness never exceeded the prescribed limit. 
The Commission also noted that it had set aside the NASD's findings of deficiencies 
in the firm's special reserve account, and that applicants' records in the securi
ties business were previously unblemished. (ReI. 34-16750) 

TRADING SUSPENSIONS 

TRADING SUSPENDED IN ITEL CORPORATION 

The Commission announced the single ten-day suspension of exchange and over-the
counter trading in the securities of Itel Corporation, a Delaware corporation
located in San Francisco, California, for the period beginning on April 25 and 
terminating at midnight on May 4, 1980. The Commission initiated the suspension
of trading in the securities of Itel because of the lack of current adequate and 
accurate public information about the company's operations and financial condition 
in that Itel has failed to file with the Commission its Annual Report on Form 10-K 
for its fiscal year ended December 31, 1979. (ReI. 34-16766)
