The Camnission is proposing for public cament amendments to Rule 242 and to Rule 252 of Regulation
A. Rule 242 and Regulation A provide limited offering exemptions from registration under Section
3(b) of the Securities Act of 1933. If a disqualification exists under Rule 242 or Rule 252, no
Rule 242 or Regulation A exemption will be available, unless the Comission grants relief from the
disqualification upon application by an aggrieved person. The proposed amendments would make dis-
qualifications which now last indefinitely terminate automatically after a specified period of time.
'Ihe3{ also would modify the list of disqualifications and the persons to whom the disqualifications
apply.
