The Seattle Regional Office announced that on May 27, the Ninth Circuit Court of 
Appeals affirmed the conviction of J. Lyell Ginter of Bridal Veil, Oregon, based on 
Ginter's plea of nolo contendere to a charge of unlawfully selling unregistered sec
urities. Ginter's appeal of his two year prison sentence was based on the conten
tion that the sentencing court considered unreliable information contained in the 
presentence report. The original charges against Ginter stemmed from an investiga
tion into his sales of personal promissory notes to persons in Oregon and Califor
nia.
