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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST RONALD MONZIONE, JAMES ROCCO AND ARTHUR LAPKA

The Commission announced that on September 30th a complaint was
filed in the United States District Court for the Northern District
of Illinois against Ronald A. Monzione, James D. Rocco and Arthur R.
Lapka seeking an Order of Permanent Injunction against them, as well
as disgorgement and civil penalties, for violations of the
securities registration, antifraud and broker-dealer registration
provisions of the federal securities laws.

The Commission’s complaint alleges that from approximately 1983
through August 1992, Monzione and Rocco used First Chicago Group
Inc. (First Chicago Group), an unincorporated entity, to sell at
least $24 million in unregistered securities in the form of
certificates of deposit, interests in a stock investment fund and
interests in a real estate investment fund. It alleges that Lapka
acted as a salesmen for First Chicago Group and, along with Monzione
and Rocco, so0ld these securities to investors. The complaint
alleges that Monzione and Rocco operated a Ponzi scheme and did not
use investor funds as promised. It alleges that, instead, Monzione
and Rocco used investor funds to pay other investors, for their

personal purposes and to purchase Monzione a residence. [SEC V.
