CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES DORCHESTER GAS CORPORATION 

The Commission filed a complaint on January 9 in the U.S. District Court for the 
District of Columbia against Dorchester Gas Corporation of Dallas, Texas. The com
plaint alleges violations of the proxy provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 
1934. Specifically, the complaint alleges that on or about November 15, 1983, 
Dorchester furnished proxy materials relating to the annual shareholders meeting at 
which shareholders were to vote on three anti-takeover proposals. Dorchester's 
proxy materials stated that the Board of Directors had no knowledge at that time of 
any specific effort to accumulate the company's securities or to obtain control of 
the company. Dorchester's proxy materials did not disclose the facts and circum
stances concerning a leveraged buy-out of Dorchester including, but not limited to,
the fact that Dorchester had authorized its investment banker to explore the feasi
bility of a leveraged buy-out of Dorchester, authorized its investment banker to 
pursue the development of a leveraged buy-out on a confidential basis or that Dor
chester had entered into a written fee agreement with its investment banker concern
ing the leveraged buy-out. 

Simultaneous with the filing of the complaint, Dorchester, without admitting or 
denying the allegations in the complaint, consented to an Order prohibiting it from 
soliciting any proxy or consent or authorization or using any proxy statement, form 
of proxy, notice of meeting or other communication which concerns or relates to any
proposal of defensive or anti-takeover measures or any proposal having any defensive 
or anti-takeover effect unless each is complete and accurate in all respects and con
tains all of the information required by the Commission's rules and regulations.
DOrchester also consented to the entry of an Order directing it to comply with its 
undertakings that it will not utilize any proxies or consents or authorizations 
received in connection with the proxy materials furnished to shareholders on or 
about November 15, 1983 and that in connection with the solicitation of any proxy 
or consent or authorization following the entry of the Order in this matter, Dorches
ter will disclose all material facts relating to the leveraged buy-out of Dorchester 
and will summarize the allegations contained in the complaint and the settlement of 
this matter.
