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U.S. SECURITIEY

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS o~

PAN AMERICAN INTERNATIONAL, INC. CHARGED

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings under Section 15({c) (4)
of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 against Pan American International, Inc. of
Aurora, Colorado. The Commission is authorized in Section 15(c){4) to publish its
findings and issue an order requiring compliance if the Commission finds that the
issuer has failed to comply with the registration statement and reporting provisions
of the Exchange Act.

The Division of Enforcement's allegations are (a) that the Registrant's Form 10
registration statement included improper accounting treatments involving the write
up of assets, omitted to state facts respecting Registrant's president's connection
with the prior bankruptcy of another company, failed to include a required audited
financial statement, and (b) that the Registrant also failed to file periodic
reports required by Section 13(a) of the Exchange Act.

A hearing will be scheduled to take evidence on the staff's allegations and to
afford Registrant an opportunity to present any defenses. (Rel. 34-21278)

MICHAEL A. ROSENBAUM SENTENCED

The Boston Regional Office and the Office of the U.S. Attorney announced that a
former Dedham, Massachusetts man, Michael A. Rosenbaum, was sentenced on )
September 4 to six months in prison to be followed by two years probation on his
plea of guilty on six counts of securities fraud and two counts of mail graué.

The sentence was imposed by the Honorable John J. McNaught of the U.S. District
for the District of Massachusetts. Judge McNaught conditioned probatlop on Rosen-
baum making $32,000 in restitution to certain broker-dealers which the indictment
charged him with defrauding. ’

In 1981, Rosenbaum was permanently enjoined in an action brought by the Boston
Regional Office. The current criminal proceedings arose out of the activities
which were the subject of the Commission's civil complaint.
