
CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

ORGANIC BIO-CONVERSIONS, INC4 AND JACK D. DINGMAN ENJOINED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on September 5 Judge Charles M. Allen,
U.S. District Court for the ~~stern District of Kentucky, entered Final Judgments
of Permanent Injunction against Organic Bio-Conversions, Inc., Madisonville, 
Kentucky, and Jack D. Dingman, president of Organic Bio. The Judgment enjoins the 
defendants from violating the registration and antifraud provisions of the securi
ties laws. 

The complaint alleged that Organic Bio and Dingman fraudulently sold over $3 million 
of unregistered common stock and convertible notes from January 1982 to February
1984 to more than 700 investors Who were residents of 15 states, Canada and the 
Virgin Islands. Organic Dio and Dingman consented to the Judgments without admitting
or denying the complaint's allegations. (SEC v. Organic Bio-Conversions, Inc. and 
Jack D. Dingman, W.D. KY, Civil Action No. C84-0235-0[J]). (LR-l0524)
