The
sale of the gas properties is subject to approval by the Connecticut Public Utilities
Control Authority. The Commission's Order approving the sale reserved jurisdiction
to take such action as may be necessary to secure compliance with the requirements of
the Act with respect to the gas properties, if for whatever reason the sale is not
consummated.
