The Commission announced the approval of the amended fingerprint plan submitted by the 
National Association of Securities Dealers, Inc. pursuant to paragraph (c) of Rule 
17f-2 [17CFR § 240.17f-21 under Section 17(f) (2) of the Securities Exchange Act of 
1934. Under the terms of the amendment, the NASD will collect fingerprint cards sub
mitted by sole members of the Chicago Board Options Exchange, Inc., forward the cards 
to the Attorney General of the United States for identification and appropriate pro
cessing, and return the fingerprint cards and any information received as a result of 
such processing to the submitting members. This amended plan is approved pursuant to 
the fingerprinting program established in Rule 17f-2 for the pilot period ending 
December 31, 1976. 

All interested persons are invited to submit written views and comments on the amend
ment of the NASD plan to George A. Fitzsimmons, Secretary, Securities and Exchange
Commission, 500 North Capitol Street, Washington, D.C. 20549.

DECISIONS IN ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

F. C. BERCKEFELDT INVESTMENT

ADVISER REGISTRATION REVOKED


The commission has revoked the investment adviser registration of F. C. Berckefeldt 
& Co., Inc. (Registrant), a Topeka, Kansas investment adviser, and barred Fred C. 
Berckefeldt, its president and controlling person, from association with any invest
ment adviser, broker-dealer or investment company. The sanctions are based upon
findings by the Commission that Registrant wilfully violated, and Berckefeldt wilfully
aided and abetted violations of Sections S(a), 5(c) and 17(a) of the Securities Act 
of 1933, Section lOeb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule lOb-5 there
under, and Sections 205 (1) and 206 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940. Registrant
and Berckefeldt, in an offer of settlement consented to the sanctions and findings
without either admitting or denying the allegations of the staff of the Fort Worth 
Regional Office. (IA-540) 

MITCHELL WALKER SANCTIONED 

The Commission has suspended Mitchell B. Walker of Bronx, New York from association 
with any broker or dealer for 90 days and thereafter barred him from association with 
a broker or dealer in a supervisory capacity. The sanctions against Walker were based 
on findings that Walker had wilfully violated the registration and antifraud provisions
of the securities laws, and had wilfully aided and abetted violations of the books and 
records provisions of the securities laws. Without admitting or denying the charges
against him, Walker consented to the above findings and sanct,ons. (Rei. 34-12867) 

CHARLES STUART & CO., INC. SANCTIONED 

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings against Charles Stuart & 
Co ,, Inc. (Stuart & Co.) a registered broker-dealer of New Jersey, StuartPaJ:i.\ITtus,
Harris of Fairlawn, New Jersey, the firm's president, and Earl Lapides of West Orange,
New Jersey, a former registered principal and representatives the firm. With the(Jf 

institution of the present proceedings, the Cormnission ',CeL! t<2d tr-,erosprm dorts. offers 
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Such violations stem from transactions in the over-the-counter security Rotex Inter
national, Inc. It was further found by the Commission that based upon these viola
tions, the respondents consented to be permanently enjoined from violating the above 
provisions of the securities laws by the U.S. District Court for the District of 
New Jersey. 

The Commission's order provides that Lapides be barred from association with any
broker-dealer, investment company, or investment adviser; that Harris be suspended
from association with a broker-dealer, investment adviser, or investment company for 
a period of four months; and that the registration of Stuart & Co. as a broker-dealer 
and investment adviser be suspended for a period of four months. 

The order further provides that at the conclusion of the suspension periods Stuart & 
Co. and Harris will adopt and implement a compliance and inspection program relating
to the trading of securities and an investment advisory compliance program should the 
firm and Harris render such services at the termination of the suspension period.

STANLEY SPORKIN SELECTED FOR

SPECIAL ACHIEVEMENT AWARD


Chairman Roderick M. Hills announced today that Stanley Sporkin, Director of the 
Commission's Division of Enforcement, has been selected for a Special Achievement 
Award by the National Civil Service League. Mr. Sporkin, one of only three persons
selected by the League for a Special Achievement Award this year, will be honored at 
ceremonies at the Smithsonian Institution's Museum of Natural History on Tuesday, ' 
November 16. He was nominated for the Award by the Commission largely on the basis of 
the "management fraud" program initiated under his leadership in 1974 in order to 
uncover questionable and illegal corporate payments. 

COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS 

INDEPENDENCE DRILLING CORP., OTHERS ENJOINED 

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that on October 12 Federal District Court at 
San Antonio, Texas entered orders of permanent injunction by consent against Indepen
dence Drilling Corporation, Continental Pacific Corporation, Walter Wilson Carter, Jr. 
and Conrad Robert Temp, all of San Antonio, Texas; Diversified Monetary Systems, Inc. 
and Alvin L. Bawks, doing business as universal Management, Sherman Oaks, California,
enjoining them from violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the 
securities laws. The defendants consented to the entry of the permanent injunction
without admitting or denying the allegations of the Commission's complaint and con
sented to the appointment of a receiver for Independence Drilling Corporation, Con
tinental Pacific Corporation and Diversified Monetary Systems, Inc. 

The Court appointed attorney John E. Skogland, G P M Building North, San Antonio,
Texas as receiver. The Commission's complaint alleged violations of the securities 
laws in the offer and sale of investment contracts in the form of working interests 
in oil and gas leases located in San Patricio, Webb, Medina, Duval, Calhoun, Nueces,
Shackleford, Starr, Aransas, Jim Hogg and Jim Wells Counties, Texas. (SEC v. Indepen
dence Drilling Corp., et al., W.D. Tex., SA-76-CA-268). (LR-76l3)

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

NEW ORLEANS PUBLIC SERVICE 

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until November 12 to request a hear
ing on a plan submitted by New Orleans Public Service, Inc. (NOPSI), a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Middle South utilities, Inc., pursuant to Section ll(e) of the Public 
Utility Holding Company Act of 1935 toward divestiture of its transit properties.
Under its plan, NOPSI proposes to surrender its franchise and transit permits and dis
continue transit operations no later than midnight, December 31, 1976, unless in the 
meantime the City of New Orleans exercises its option to purchase such properties or 
makes other arrangements satisfactory to NOPSI for a sale of the properties to others. 
If the City does not purchase the properties and no such other arrangements are con
cluded, NOPSI will thereafter make other efforts to sell the transit properties in 
accordance with the provisions of the Act. 

In order to clarify the record and the legal implications of the plan the Commission 
has requested NOPSI to supplement its application and submit a memorandum of law 
addressed to the following: (1) whether NOPSI's proposal to surrender its franchise 
and permits and to terminate transit service requires the consent of the City under 
the terms of the franchise and any applicable state or local laws; (2) whether, in the 
event the City declines to purchase and no other arrangements satisfactory to NOPSI are 
concluded, NOPSI has the proper authority unilaterally to abandon transit service; and 
(3) whether NOPSI considers an order of this Commission approving the pending applica
tion as a Federal authorization under Section ll(e) of the Act to discontinue transit 
service, without a qualified successor who, with the authorization of the City or other 
state or local regulatory agency having jurisdiction, would undertake to render the 
service that NOPSI has resolved to abandon. (ReI. 35-19719 - Oct. 20)
