GOTHAM SECURITIES CORPORATION,

PRESIDENT SANCTIONED


The Commission has revoked the broker-dealer registration of Gotham Securities Cor
poration of Wilton, Connecticut. It also barred Peter Caplin, the firm's president,
from association with any broker or dealer. After fourteen months, he may apply for 
permission to return to the securities business in a non-proprietary, non-supervisory
capacity upon a showing of adequate supervision. 

The Commission found that Gotham, aided and abetted by Caplin, fraudulently induced 
the purchase of shares, submitted quotations to the publisher of the pink sheets 
without having required information, and failed to inform the publisher that quota
tions were being entered pursuant to arrangements with another dealer that guaranteed
Gotham a profit on transactions in the securities quoted. (ReI. 34-12956)
