At the expiration of the suspension, the Con~ission 
has also ordered that VanderZon be barred from supervisory associations with any
broker, dealer, investment adviser, or investment company, but that the bar shall not 
be deemed to preclude VanderZon from acting as a supervisor in sales and/or research 
activities incident to the securities business. 

The sanction is based on findings that VanderZon wilfully aided and abetted violations 
of the securities laws relating to net capital, reporting, books and records and amend
ments to a firm's broker-dealer application. Without admitting or denying the allega
tions in the order for proceedings, VanderZon consented to the findings and sanction.
