Gesell of the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia, issued final judg-
ments of permanent injunction against Gran-Park Securities, Inc. and Edward
Granville-Smith, Jr. enjoining them from further violations of the registration
and antifraud provisions of the securities laws. The defendants consented to the
entry of the final judgments without admitting or denying the allegations of the
Commission's complaint.
