NASD ACTION AGAINST HARRY L. WHITMER, JR. AFFIRMED

The Commission has affirmed sanctions imposed by the NASD on Harry L. Whitmer, Jr.
of Pompano Beach, Florida. The NASD fined Whitmer $5,000, suspended him from asso-
ciation with any NASD member for six months, and required him to requalify by
examination before he may become so associated again.

Whitmer acted as a "wholesaler” for Cal-Am Corporation, contacting broker-dealers
‘throughout Florida in an effort to interest them in selling interests in limitead
partnerships sponsored by Cal~Am. The Commission found, as had the NASD, that
Whitmer participated in the unlawful sale of unregistered Cal-Am securities during
the last five months of 1976. It also found that Whitmer failed to supply the
NASD with information concerning his Cal-Am sales activities that the Association
requested in April 1979.
