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FINAL JUDGMEN'l' ENTERED AGAINST JOE D. UNDERWOOD 

The Fort WOrth Regional- Office announced that on August 6 an Order of Final Judg
ment was filed in the U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Texas,
in_Dallas, against Joe D. Underwood of Dallas, Texas. The judgment orders him to 
comply with an undertaking in which he agrees not to violate the antifraud,
periodic reporting and proxy provisions of the securities laws. Underwood is an 
assistant treasurer of Zale Corporation. 

The action arose from a complaint, filed by the Commission on August 19, 1977, 
which alleged, among other things, that between 1970 and 1975 Underwood, with 
others, manipulated the financial records of Zale Corporation so that the federal 
tax liability of the company was understated and earnings per share were over
stated. The complaint also alleged that the manipulation resulted in the filing
of federal income tax returns by subsidiaries of Zale Corporation which did not 
accurately reflect their taxable income or tax liability. (SEC v. Zale Corpora
tion, et al., N.D. TEX, CA 3-77-lll9R). (LR-9738)
