The Order for Proceedings alleges that from on or about June 2, 1980 to at least 
February 26, 1981, PCland Parham violated the antifraud provisions of the 
Securities Act of 1933 and the Exchange Act. These violations are alleged to 
have occurred in connection with the offer, purchase and sale of municipal securities. . 

Specifically, the Order alleges that PCI and Parham issued confirmations of sales 
to customers for securities the customers had not ordered. The Order further 
alleges that ~CI and Parham induced customers to purchase securities by agreeing 
that PCI would repurchase the same securities within a stated period of time. In 
connection with this activity, PCI and Parham failed to·disclose that PCI did not 
have the financial capability to honor all of its agreements to repurchase securi
ties. Finally, the Order alleges that on April 21, 1981, PCI and Parham were 
permanently enjoined from violations and aiding and abetting violations of the 
net capital, notification and recordkeeping provisions of the Exchange Act. 

A hearing-will be scheduled to take evidence on the allegations against PCI and 
Parham and to afford them an opportunity to present any defenses they may have. 
The purpose of the hearing is to determine whether the allegations against PCI and 
Parham are true and, if so, what, if any, remedial action would be appropriate and 
in the public interest.
